Practitioner Learning and Training (PLAT) Survey Results

The following are aggregate data based on all PLAT assessments received July 1, 2010-June 30, 2011.
• The practitioners indicated that they knew little (7%), some (35%), quite a bit (31%), or a lot (27%) about the objectives before the training.  

• After the training, there was an increase in how well the practitioners understood the objectives-knew a little (0%), some (1%), quite a bit (30%), or a lot (69%). 

• The practitioners strongly agreed (63%) or agreed (33%) that the training matched the course description and objectives. 

• The practitioners strongly agreed (62%) or agreed (32%) that training handouts, materials, or resources were useful.  

• The practitioners strongly agreed (64%) or agreed (31%) the training was organized and followed a logical sequence.  

• The practitioners strongly agreed (73%) or agreed (24%) that the trainer was knowledgeable on the topic.
• The practitioners strongly agreed (68%) or agreed (27%) that the trainer encouraged active participation and interaction. 

• The practitioners strongly agreed (65%), agreed (26%), or were neutral (7%) that the trainer was respectful to their cultural background. 

• The practitioners strongly agreed (64%), agreed (28%), or were neutral (6%) that the trainer was sensitive to their individual needs.  

• The practitioners strongly agreed (66%) or agreed (29%) the information will improve their work with children and families. 

• The practitioners strongly agreed (68%) or agreed (28%) that they were satisfied with the training.
